Writing a Story
Parts
Title: should summarise the whole story or have something to do with the main theme.
Exposition: beginning the story. Setting the scene (where, who, when). It is the introduction to the next part, the action, and the so-called conflict of our story.
Action: conflict the characters face and what they do to solve it.
Resolution: the conflict is resolved and the story ends, normally without any loose ends.

When you start a story, if the first sentence isn’t given to you, you can use phrases like these:
